4.1.1. encouraging and promoting excellence in the practice of cardiothoracic surgery; 

4.1.2. encouraging innovation in and scientific understanding of cardiothoracic surgery; 

4.1.3. promoting, undertaking, encouraging and assisting in research in cardiothoracic surgery; and

4.1.4. advancing the education of the public in cardiothoracic surgery. 

4.2. To further any other charitable purpose or charitable purposes as recognised in English law relating to the practice of cardiothoracic surgery. 
5. I am in good standing within my Trust and/or institution and have the written support of my Medical Director or Chief Executive Officer (submitted in the form prescribed in Annex 1 of this nomination form).

6. I am aware of the time demands made upon the President-Elect and I will attend the AGM and Trustee meetings (at least four meetings each year) as required.

7. I am not aware of any circumstances, or any actual or potential proceedings with a third party (such as my employer, university, the SCTS, GMC or other national organisation), including litigation, that will or may impede my ability to fulfil this role or harm the reputation of the SCTS. I understand and agree that if I am elected, and if such circumstances or proceedings emerge, that the Trustees may, in accordance with Article 3.7(6) of the SCTS Articles of Association, resolve to terminate my appointment. 
8. I confirm that I will comply with the GMC’s Good Medical Practice guidance and the principles of the Codes of Conduct of the Royal Colleges of Surgeons of England and Edinburgh, in particular, treating colleagues with kindness, courtesy and respect and contributing to a positive working and training environment.
9. I have read the Charity Commission’s guidance on being a trustee, and I confirm that I will comply with the rules and regulations governing charity trustees as stipulated by the Charity Commission.
